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OFFICIAL PROCEEDINGS

The Morrison City Council met in Regular Session on May 27, 2014 at 7:00 p.m. in the Whiteside County Board Room, 400 North Cherry Street, Morrison, IL.  Mayor Everett Pannier called the meeting to order.  City Clerk Melanie T. Schroeder recorded the minutes.

Aldermen present on roll call were: Dale Eizenga, Michael Blean, Leo Sullivan, Curt Bender, Marti Wood, Dave Helms and Scott Connelly.  Alderman Harvey Zuidema was excused.
Other City Officials present included City Administrator Barry Dykhuizen, City Attorney Tim Zollinger, City Engineers Shawn Ortgiesen and Noah Carmichael and Chief of Police Brian Melton.


There was no public comment.


Mayor Pannier read aloud a Proclamation stating June 7 & 8, 2014 is Relay for Life Day in Whiteside County.


Friends of the Parks representative, Stan Mitick, spoke regarding the Rockwood Trail project.  The Parks Foundation covered 100% of the city’s obligation of the grant, totaling $30,867.39.  A grand opening will be held on June 19th at Noon at the covered bridge.  The items left to complete are: landscaping; 2 benches will be installed and kiosks installed at both ends of the trail.



Prior to the meeting, Mayor Pannier handed out summary packets of the City Administrator’s evaluation report.  Mayor Pannier and Alderman Zuidema will meet with CA Dykhuizen to review the results on Friday.



Mayor Pannier thanked the Public Works and Police Departments for their efforts with the Memorial Day parade and preparations.



Alderman Wood moved to approve the Consent Agenda, which consisted of the following: May 12, 2014 Regular Session Minutes; and Bills Payable, seconded by Alderman Eizenga.  On a roll call vote of 7 ayes (Blean, Sullivan, Bender, Wood, Helms, Connelly, Eizenga) and 0 nays, the motion carried.


Action Agenda Items:

1) Alderman Blean moved to approve Resolution #14-05 – Support and commitment of funds from the Water/Sewer Fund for use in conjunction with an Illinois Community Development Assistance Program Grant; such funds to equal at least 25% of the estimated project cost of
 $600,000 or $150,000, seconded by Alderman Sullivan.  On a roll call vote of 7 ayes (Sullivan, Bender, Wood, Helms, Connelly, Eizenga, Blean) and 0 nays, the motion carried.
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Other Items for Consideration and Possible Action:

1) Chief Melton reviewed the request for a tow ordinance, which imposes a fee, should the Morrison Police Department have to tow a vehicle.  He requests that such fee be placed into the Police Vehicle Fund.  Any questions or comments should be directed to the Chief or CA.  The topic will be on the June 9th agenda for possible action.
2) CA Dykhuizen reviewed some additional changes in the fee schedule.  Those included: inspection fees for buildings and for private sewer systems (possibly eliminating); changing the parking violation fines (to $25 for all locations); and home occupation fees (one-time fee upon initial permitting).  Additional information will be gathered and brought back to Council in the future.

Attorney Zollinger excused himself at 7:37 p.m.

3) Baxter & Woodman Engineers (Carl Fisher & Jim Sparber) and Fehr-Graham Engineers (Shawn Ortgiesen, Terry Heitkamp & Noah Carmichael) presented a status report regarding the construction of the new waste water treatment plant.  Approximate cost at this time is a total of $23.2M with an estimated completion date of May 2016.  Questions and concerns were addressed.

Chief Melton excused himself at 8:03 p.m.



Being no further business, Alderman Eizenga moved to adjourn the meeting, seconded by Alderman Sullivan.  On a voice vote, the motion carried.

Mayor Pannier adjourned the meeting at 8:34 p.m.
