OFFICIAL PROCEEDINGS

The Morrison City Council met in Regular Session on June 9, 2014 at 7:00 p.m. in the Whiteside County Board Room, 400 North Cherry Street, Morrison, IL.  Mayor Everett Pannier called the meeting to order.  City Administrator Barry Dykhuizen recorded the minutes in the absence of Clerk Melanie T. Schroeder.
Aldermen present on roll call were: Dale Eizenga, Michael Blean, Harvey Zuidema, Leo Sullivan, Curt Bender, Marti Wood, Dave Helms and Scott Connelly.  
Other City Officials present included: City Attorney Tim Zollinger, City Engineer Noah Carmichael and Chief of Police Brian Melton.


There was no public comment.


Alderman Sullivan moved to approve the Consent Agenda, which consisted of the following: May 27, 2014 Public Hearing Minutes; May 27, 2014 Regular Session Minutes; and Bills Payable, seconded by Alderman Wood.  On a roll call vote of 8 ayes (Blean, Zuidema, Sullivan, Bender, Wood, Helms, Connelly, Eizenga) and 0 nays, the motion carried.


Action Agenda Items:

1) Alderman Eizenga moved to adopt Ordinance #14-11 – Authorizing Disposal of Surplus Personal Property, seconded by Alderman Bender.  On a roll call vote of 8 ayes (Zuidema, Sullivan, Bender, Wood, Helms, Connelly, Eizenga, Blean) and 0 nays, the motion carried.
2) Alderman Blean moved to adopt Ordinance #14-12 – Amending the Morrison City Code Chapter 54 to Authorize the Seizure and Impoundment of Vehicles and Imposition of an Administrative Fee, seconded by Alderman Zuidema.  On a roll call vote of 7 ayes (Sullivan, Bender, Helms, Connelly, Eizenga, Blean, Zuidema) and 1 nay (Wood), the motion carried.
3) Alderman Helms moved to adopt Ordinance #14-13 – Ascertaining the Prevailing Rate of Wages for Laborers, Workmen and Mechanics Employed on Public Works of Said City, seconded by Alderman Wood.  On a roll call vote of 8 ayes (Bender, Wood, Helms, Connelly, Eizenga, Blean, Zuidema, Sullivan) and 0 nays, the motion carried.
4) Alderman Eizenga moved to adopt Ordinance #14-14 – Amending the Code of Ordinances by Adding a New Chapter 13 Cable/Video Provider Service Fee, seconded by Alderman Sullivan.  On a roll call vote of 8 ayes (Wood, Helms, Connelly, Eizenga, Blean, Zuidema, Sullivan, Bender) and 0 nays, the motion carried.
5) Alderman Wood moved to authorize the purchase of video surveillance cameras from Lectronics for placement at City Hall, seconded by Alderman Bender.  On a roll call vote of 8 ayes (Helms, Connelly, Eizenga, Blean, Zuidema, Sullivan, Bender, Wood) and 0 nays, the motion carried.
6) Alderman Blean moved to authorize the seal coating of all of Park Street, all of Knox Street and North Genesee Street from Route 30 North to High Street, seconded by Alderman Sullivan.  On a roll call vote of 8 ayes (Connelly, Eizenga, Blean, Zuidema, Sullivan, Bender, Wood, Helms) and 0 nays, the motion carried.
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7) Alderman Helms moved to approve Non-bargaining unit staff compensation at approximately 2% average cost to city per employee, seconded by Alderman Bender.  On a roll call vote of 8 ayes (Eizenga, Blean, Zuidema, Sullivan, Bender, Wood, Helms, Connelly) and 0 nays, the motion carried.
Other Items for Consideration and Possible Action:

1) City Engineers from Fehr-Graham presented an analysis on the water system leaks.  
Executive Session:

1) Pursuant to 5 ILCS 120/2(c)(6) and 5ILCS 120/2(c)(5), Alderman Sullivan moved to enter Executive Session to consider the setting of a price for sale or lease of property owned by the public body and the lease or purchase of real property for the use of the public body, seconded by Alderman Zuidema.  On a roll call vote of 8 ayes (Blean, Zuidema, Sullivan, Bender, Wood, Helms, Connelly, Eizenga) and 0 nays, the motion carried.  Executive Session began at 8:35 p.m.

2) Regular Session resumed at 9:05 p.m.  There was no action as a result of Executive Session.



Being no further business, Alderman Wood moved to adjourn the meeting, seconded by Alderman Bender.  On a voice vote, the motion carried.

Mayor Pannier adjourned the meeting at 9:07 p.m.
